Ongoing training and education
for the vendor community is essential for restricting the availability of tobacco products to
minors.

4. Describe the methods used to recruit, select, and train youth inspectors and adult
supervisors.

Uls are recruited through local law enforcement and public health employees and school intern
programs. They are not chosen solely on their enthusiasm or dedication to the program or upon
their capability to purchase tobacco. The physical appearance of their age to everyday people is
a major factor regarding whether they are hired. They should look their age. They are instructed
on the manner of dress, make-up and accessories worn during survey activities. The protocol for
investigators includes requirements for shaving (males should have clean shaven faces).
Investigators having consistently high buy-rates for a particular community are carefully re-
evaluated to insure that they do not look older than 18 years of age.

The protocol covers training requirements for the Uls. It includes how to act, what to say, and
how to respond to a variety of questions. Uls are given the opportunity to practice the protocol
in role-play exercises. When possible, provision is made for them to watch, or participate with,
another Ul attempting a tobacco purchase as part of an actual investigation prior to working
alone. Uls are told never to entice an employee to sell through word or action. Uls must answer
truthfully if asked their age and must produce an ID if requested. Uls are advised that they do
not have to attempt a purchase if they know someone else in the business (they may, if they
choose to do so0), and they must NOT attempt a purchase from an employee whom they know.
Uls are trained to know they can always decline to go into a business or to leave a business if
they feel uncomfortable or for any other reason.

A preliminary list frame was developed by downloading the current list of business license
tobacco endorsements from the States licensing records. The list was then filtered to remove
business registered as bars, private clubs, and other outlets which by law cannot admit persons
under 21 years of age. Alaska law requires all tobacco vending machines to be inaccessible to
youth, so vending-machine-only locations were excluded. Additional editing was done to
identify duplicates that occur when an outlet changes ownership or is operated by multiple
parties. Tobacco outlets in village jurisdictions recognized as tribal authorities are excluded from
the survey frame as are extremely remote outposts.

Outlets in the state were grouped into 60 similar sized groups based on proximity. 10 groups
were randomly selected for the study. Adult tobacco enforcement officers inspected the vicinity
in each of the 10 groups looking for additional outlets and validating the eligibility of listed
outlets. Of the 110 outlets in the study, 2 did not sell tobacco, 5 were bars, 5 were out of
business, 1 was a duplicate, 1 was a private residence, 2 were vending machines and 1 was a
tobacco only store (off limits to minors). These 17 outlets were considered ineligible and
subsequently removed from the frame.

Since the coverage study identified no additional outlets, and ineligible outlets occurred at a 15%

rate, the over coverage condition existed. This was compensated for in the final Synar sample
generation by including a 25% safety margin in the SSES Sample Size Calculator.
