This chapter provides specific information on deaths to
children from birth through 19 years of age.

Deaths

This section includes information on all deaths by census
area (borough) and Native Regional Corporation; death
rates; causes of death; and age, gender, and race of
decedents.

Adoptions

The adoption chapter provides information on census areas
(borough) and Native Regional Corporation boundaries
where adoption decrees were granted; adoptions by age,
race, and type of adoption.

Marriages and Divorces

This chapter provides information on the number and rates
of marriages and divorces by residence and census area
(borough) of occurrence.

Appendices

The appendices include definitions of terms, technical
notes, classification of causes of death, prenatal care
index, Year 2010 Health Objectives, geographic overview,
sample certificates, and population statistics.

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INTRODUCTION

ABOUT ALASKA

Alaska is the largest of the 50 states and contains
approximately 16 percent of the country’s landmass.
Because of its size, Alaska has widely diverse geographic,
climatic, and demographic characteristics, all of which
affect public health.

Alaska contains roughly 586,412 square miles of land.
Alaska’s population in 2005 was 663,661, or slightly
more than one person per square mile. Alaska also claims
the most northern, western and eastern points of land in
the United States, more miles of coastline than all of the
contiguous 48 states combined (6,640 miles not including
islands), over 5,000 glaciers, over 3 million fresh water
lakes (one of which, Iliamna, is the second largest lake
entirely within the U.S.), and 3,000 rivers, of which the
Yukon is the third longest river in the United States.
Much of the coastline and fresh water areas are used
as transportation corridors, as well as fishing grounds.
Remote lands are used for hunting and recreational
activities.

Unique climatic conditions affect Alaska’s people.
Temperatures can range from as high as 100°F to lows
that approach —80°F. Alaska experiences extremes in
precipitation as well. Some areas of the state may receive
up to 200 inches of precipitation annually, while other
areas receive as little as 12 inches.

With diverse cultures, sparse population, severe
temperatures, vast coastline, and outdoor lifestyles, the
state experiences many unique health care challenges. One
such challenge is assisting residents who live in remote
areas of the state. The Native Health Corporations, the
Alaska Compact between the Indian Health Service and
individual tribes, the State of Alaska, and private entities
provide health care in these areas through funding for
public health nurses and other health care workers.

The Bureau of Vital Statistics 2005 Annual Report focuses
on health status indicators in Alaska. Some comparisons
between Alaska health status indicators and national
indicators are made. Although some similarities exist
between Alaska and the rest of the United States, there is

much dissimilarity. By reporting these indicators, our hope
is to assist other professionals to evaluate the status of
health in Alaska. The events and vital statistics discussed
throughout this report can be useful tools for health care
planners, providers, and professionals, but do not provide
answers in themselves.

HOW VITAL STATISTICS ARE COLLECTED

Section 18.50.010 of the Alaska Statutes establishes the
Bureau of Vital Statistics to install, maintain, and operate a
system of vital records. These records contain birth, death,
fetal death, divorce, marriage, and adoption information.

When a birth occurs in Alaska, there is a legal process
for recording that birth (AS 18.50.160). Generally, a
physician, midwife, and/or hospital medical records
staff person prepares a birth certificate from information
provided by the birth parent(s) and the delivery attendant.
Death certificates are usually completed by a funeral home
staff member or a local magistrate, and then certified by
the attending physician or medical examiner.

Death certificates should be filed with the local recording
district office within three days of the date of death
(AS 18.50.230). After the certificate has been recorded at
the local district office, it is then forwarded to the Bureau
of Vital Statistics in Juneau for registration.

When a birth or death occurs in Alaska to a resident of
another state, the Bureau sends the respective state’s
registrar a copy of the certificate. Similarly, when a birth
or death occurs to an Alaskan resident in another state, that
state’s registrar, by formal agreement, sends a copy of the
certificate to the Alaska Bureau of Vital Statistics. This
cooperative arrangement allows us to include all births
and deaths involving Alaskan residents wherever they
occur within the country.

In the past, the Alaska Court System issued a license and
filed a certificate for each marriage performed in the state.
The certificate was filed with the local recording office
of the Court System within seven days of the marriage
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(AS18.50.270). The local recording office then forwarded
the certificate to the Bureau for registration and permanent
retention. In 1997 the Bureau of Vital Statistics began
issuing marriage licenses in Juneau, Anchorage, and
Fairbanks, as well as registering and providing permanent
retention of documents. Marriage licenses in other parts of
the state continue to be issued by the Court System under
the Bureau’s oversight.

Divorce, dissolution, and annulment -certificates are
prepared by a clerk of the court from information provided
by the petitioner, plaintiff, and (possibly) court documents.
The completed certificate is then forwarded to the Bureau
for final registration (AS 18.50.280).

For each adoption granted by the court, a report of adoption
is prepared and registered with the Bureau (AS 18.50.210).
In the event that a child was born in Alaska and adopted in
another state, the Bureau receives and acts on that state’s
report of adoption.

POPULATION ESTIMATES

Population estimates used in this report were obtained
from the State of Alaska, Department of Labor and
Workforce Development, Division of Administrative
Services, Research and Analysis Section, Demographics
Unit. Totals are made by race, age, and geographic area.
The 2005 Alaskan census population was 663,661 persons,
with 340,591 males and 323,070 females. During 2005
there were 105.4 males for every 100 females in Alaska.

The Alaska Department of Labor updates its population
estimates annually. The estimate of total population
is revised each year to correspond to the U.S. Census
Bureau’s estimated state total. Using the decennial census
as a base, birth, death, IRS, Alaska Permanent Fund and
education statistics are used to produce annual population
estimates for geographic areas.

Residents of the Anchorage census area comprised 41.9
percent of the state’s population during 2005. Over 80.0
percent of Alaska’s population was concentrated in six
census areas: Anchorage, Fairbanks, Juneau, Kenai,
Bethel, and Matanuska-Susitna.

The age of a population is important when interpreting
vital statistics, because behaviors and health risks of

younger populations differ from those exhibited by older
populations. Age, race, and sex distributions within a
population are also important. The median age for Alaskan
males during 2005 was 33.3 years; for females it was 33.5
years; and for all Alaskans it was 33.4 years. The median
age for males in the United States was 35.3 years and for
females it was 37.6 years'. For an example of the disparity
of the age distribution of Alaska versus that of the United
States, please refer to Figure H.1 in Appendix H. For
further information about interpretation of vital statistics,
refer to “How to Use Vital Statistics” in Appendix B.

HOW CERTIFICATES ARE PROCESSED

In 1994, the Bureau instituted an Electronic Birth
Certificate (EBC) system. This system enables hospital
and clinic staff to record all birth certificate information
by computer. As information is entered for each individual
certificate, the computer checks for invalid or improbable
data. When the certificate has been entered on the EBC
system, the data is certified, recorded, and filed by the
Bureau. Each certificate is then examined electronically
for missing or out-of-range information and returned
to the facility or birth attendant for verification and/or
correction. During 2005, almost 97 percent of all births
occurring in Alaska were recorded using the EBC.

Other vital records received by the Bureau go through a
different verification process. First, a trained documents
processor reviews the certificate for completeness. If the
certificate is incomplete it is returned to the appropriate
office for completion. Once a document has been received
and accepted, two different employees enter information
into the database. This double-entry verification process
reduces data entry errors.

A physician or medical examiner determines causes of
death and narrative descriptions are entered on the death
certificate. The narrative causes of death are typed into a
computer file by Bureau staff. SuperMICAR, a program
produced, maintained, and provided by the National
Center for Health Statistics (NCHS), codes 85-90 percent
of causes of death according to ICD-10 standards. (See
Appendix C for groupings of ICD-10 causes of death).
The Bureau transmits the computer file by diskette or e-
mail to NCHS. NCHS completes coding for the remainder
of the records. This coding is then returned to the Bureau
and uploaded into its database.

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INTRODUCTION

HOW THIS REPORT WAS PREPARED

After documents have been entered into the Bureau’s
database, research staff perform computer checks to test
for missing, out-of-range, and duplicate data. Because
this report is based not only on events that occur in
Alaska, but also events that occur in other states to Alaska
residents, there may be a significant lag time before data
is received.

Waiting for all data to arrive and eliminating duplicate
entries are both important steps for ensuring the most
accurate report possible. Once we believe the data is
both accurate and complete, data programs can be run to
generate information from which the tables, charts, and
narrative analyses can be written for this report.

There are a number of ways to report vital events including
numbers of events, rates based on total populations, or
rates based on specific populations. For a discussion of
the use of vital statistics and a comparison of different
populations, see Appendix B.

DETERMINATION OF RACE

The National Center for Health Statistics (NCHS) issues
guidelines for determining the race of a child at birth. With
few exceptions, the child’s race on the birth certificate is
the same as the mother’s stated race. These guidelines
became effective in 1989.

Sometimes race will be recorded differently on death
certificates. This can distort death rates, particularly in
the case of infant mortality, where a child’s race may
be reported as white on the birth certificate because
the mother is white, and Native on the death certificate
because the father is Native. To ensure consistent reporting
and calculation of rates, all death certificates for decedents
who were born in Alaska in 1989 or later are matched with
the birth certificate and the child’s race at birth is used for
calculating deaths and death rates by race.
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BIRTHS

INTRODUCTION

The Alaska birth certificate provides information about
each baby born in Alaska, regardless of the mother’s
residence state. Through a vital statistics cooperative
agreement, birth information is also collected for Alaska
mothers who have a baby in another state. Thus, the
Bureau of Vital Statistics Information System contains
records on all births occurring in the state and all births to
residents of Alaska.

The birth certificate contains information about the
mother, the father, the pregnancy, and the child. Birth
information is collected in hospitals and birth centers

from worksheets completed by parents or medical staff,
from medical charts, or by a combination of these sources.
Midwives and family members who deliver a baby collect
the birth information from their records or from a parent
and complete the birth certificate.

This chapter reports information from the birth certificate
such as pregnancy history, parents’ education, prenatal
care, mother’s health risk behaviors, and birth weight,
which can be used to monitor and help improve the health
of mothers and children.

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There were 10,453 live births to Alaska residents in 2005
(Figure 1). This is an increase of 1.1 percent from the
10,336 births recorded in 2004. Of these births, 5,427
were boys and 5,026 were girls. Of the 10,453 births in
2005, there were 128 sets of twins and 2 sets of triplets.

The natural increase in Alaska’s population (the increase
of births over deaths) was 7,304 persons, representing a
natural increase rate of 11.0 persons per 1,000 population.
This is a decrease of 0.9 percent from the natural increase
rate of 11.1 recorded in 2004.

The 2005 crude birth rate of 15.8 per 1,000 population was
a 0.6 percent increase from the 2004 crude birth rate, and
a 4.8 percent decrease from the crude birth rate of 16.6 per
1,000 population recorded in 1996. The preliminary 2005
crude birth rate for the United States was 14.0 live births
per 1,000 population!, which is a decline of 4.8 percent
from the rate of 14.7 in 1996.

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In order to calculate crude birth rates (Figure 2), fertility
rates, or any of the other rates used in this report,
population estimates must be used. Population estimates
are provided by the Department of Labor, Division of
Administrative Services, Research and Analysis Section,
Demographics Unit. Please refer to Appendix H for the
population estimates used in this report.

The fertility rate (Figure 3) is a more meaningful measure
of behavioral patterns than the crude birth rate since it is a
measure of the number of births compared to the number
of women of usual child-bearing age (1544 years). The
2005 fertility rate for Alaska was 74.2 births per 1,000
women, representing a 1.1 percent increase from the
2004 fertility rate of 73.4. Alaska’s fertility rate was 11.2
percent higher than the preliminary U.S. fertility rate of
66.7 in 2005.

The 2005 teen (ages 15—19) birth rate for Alaska was 38.9,
which is 3.7 percent lower than the 2005 preliminary U.S.
teen birth rate of 40.4 (Figure 4). Alaska’s 2005 teen birth
rate reflects a decrease of 4.9 percent from the 2004 rate of
40.9. The teen birth rate in Alaska has declined by nearly
one-quarter (24.6 percent) since 1996.

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Low birthweight [live births that weigh less than 2,500
grams (5 pounds, 8 ounces)] is an important predictor
of infant death. Infants born with low birthweight also
are more likely to need extensive medical treatment. The
incidence of low birthweight (Figure 5) babies born in
Alaska during 2005 was 6.0 percent of total live births,

unchanged from 2004. Although the incidence of low
birthweight births has been slowly increasing for both
Alaska and the U.S. over the last decade, the Alaska low
birthweight percentage is 26.8 percent lower than the
preliminary U.S. percentage for 2005.

Of the total births to Alaska residents during 2005, 36.1
percent were to unmarried women (Figure 6), an increase
of 4.3 percent over the 34.6 percent reported in 2004.

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BIRTHS BY RESIDENCE AND RACE

The following tables of this chapter show annual
occurrences of live births to Alaska residents during 2005
and for the three-year period 2003 through 2005.

Annual rates and three-year rates for the state as a whole,
its 27 census areas, and 12 Native Regional Corporations
are shown by race and residence of the mother. Natality
statistics on the mother’s age, marital status, education,
birth facility, prenatal care, cesarean delivery, pre-term
births, and low birth weight are presented.

The table for the statewide totals (Table 1) provides birth
statistics for the white, black, Native, and Asian/Pacific
Islander races. However, due to the low number of
reportable events for some census areas or boroughs, birth
outcomes by census area (borough) and Native Regional
Corporation are only shown for the two predominant races
in Alaska: Native and white.

Also, unknown values are not reported in these tables.
Thus, the percentages for certain categories such as
mother’s age group may not add up to the total number
of births.

Due to the way race information was collected in the
Federal 2000 Census, population estimates by race
beginning in 2000 are not comparable to previous
population estimates. The Alaska Department of Labor
has developed bridge estimates so that the federal
population estimates by race in 2000 and later years will
be comparable to previous years. Unfortunately, bridge
estimates by census area by race are currently unavailable.
If complete bridge estimates by census area by race are
published, the online Annual Report will be updated. The
following Web address is for the online Annual Report:

INTRODUCTION

FETAL DEATHS

A fetal death is defined as death before the complete
expulsion or extraction from its mother of a product of
conception, irrespective of the duration of pregnancy; the
death is indicated by the fact that after such separation,
the fetus does not breathe or show any other evidence of
life, such as beating of the heart, pulsation of the umbilical
cord, or definite movement of voluntary muscles.

Alaska Statute 18.50.240 requires the filing of a fetal
death certificate for each fetal death that occurs in the state

when the pregnancy has lasted at least twenty weeks. The
filing of certificates for fetal deaths which occur prior to
the twentieth week of pregnancy is optional. This chapter
includes information only for fetal deaths in which either
the estimated gestation or the calculated gestation (last
menstrual date subtracted from the date of delivery) is at
least twenty weeks.

This results in a
reporting timeframe that is a year longer
than required for reporting the death
cohort which calculates a rate based on comparing deaths
in one year against births in the same year. The death
cohort calculation includes infants who died in the report
year who may have been born in the previous year, and
excludes infants who were born in the report year but die
in the following year.

The total number of infant deaths (death cohort) to
resident mothers in 2005 was 60. This is a 13.0 percent
decrease from the 69 infant deaths in 2004 and a 17.8
percent decrease from the 73 infant deaths in 1996. The
total number of infant deaths (birth cohort) to resident
mothers in 2005 was 52, a 10.3 percent decrease from the
58 infant deaths in 2004 and a 27.8 percent decrease from
the 72 infant deaths in 1996.

A few additional (or less) infant deaths can cause large
fluctuations in the infant mortality rate (IMR) from one
year to the next. Therefore, Alaska’s annual IMR is
calculated on a three-year moving average in order to
provide a more reliable basis for comparison. The 2003
to 2005 three-year average IMR (death cohort) was 6.5
deaths per 1,000 live births, a 1.6 percent increase from

the rate of 6.4 for 2002 to 2004. The U.S. provisional
infant mortality rate in 2005 was 6.8 deaths per 1,000 live
births, identical to the preliminary 2004 rate of 6.8.
When discussing infant mortality, a distinction is made
between neonatal mortality (deaths prior to the 28th day of
life) and postneonatal mortality (deaths from the 28th day
up to one year). Neonatal deaths are frequently associated
with circumstances related to pregnancy and delivery
while postneonatal deaths are often associated with
living conditions. Alaska’s three-year neonatal mortality
rate has generally been lower than the neonatal mortality
rate for the United States (Figure 9), while its three-year
postneonatal mortality rate has been higher (Figure 10).
U.S. neonatal and postneonatal death rates for 2005 were
unavailable at the time of printing.

The 2003 to 2005 three-year average neonatal mortality
rate was 3.2 deaths per 1,000 live births, which is 10.3
percent higher than the previous three-year period. The
2003 to 2005 three-year average postneonatal mortality
rate was 3.2 deaths per 1,000 live births, down 8.6 percent
from 3.5 deaths per 1,000 live births for 2002 to 2004.

INTRODUCTION

This chapter provides information on deaths to children
and adolescents from 0 to 19 years of age. Deaths and
death rates are reported by the following age groups: less
than 1 year, 1 to 4 years, 5 to 9 years, 10 to 14 years, 15
to 19 years, and the total number of child and adolescent
deaths. Note that for infants less than 1 year of age, infant

death rates are reported only at the statewide level. The
infant death rates reported in this chapter are different
than the infant mortality rates reported in Chapter 2.
Infant mortality rates are based on the number of live
births, while infant death rates are based on the estimated
population under 1 year of age.
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Statewide child and adolescent deaths and death rates are
reported by age group and the sex and race of the child or
adolescent. However, due to the low number of reportable
events for most areas, child and adolescent deaths by
census area, borough, and Native Regional Corporation
are only reported by age group. Also, since population
estimates for infants less than one year of age are only
available at the statewide level, the death rates for this age
group are not reported by census area (borough). Infant
mortality rates by census area (borough) are available in
Chapter 2. Since population estimates are not available by
Native Regional Corporation and age group, rates are not
reported in Table 13.

Alaska Bureau of Vital Statistics

Death rates for Alaskan adolescents are traditionally higher
than the corresponding U.S. rates in all age groups (Table
10). Unfortunately, national death rates were not available
for 2005 at the time of printing. Typically, Alaskan teens in
the 15 to 19 age group are more likely to die from suicide
compared with U.S. teens. In 2005, the suicide rate for this
age group in Alaska was almost two and a half times the
2004 national rate (20.0 per 100,000 vs. 8.2). Also, Alaska
has a higher rate of adolescent unintentional injury deaths
than the U.S. The 2005 unintentional injury death rate for
Alaska was 70.8 percent higher than the 2004 U.S. rate
(24.6 per 100,000 vs. 14.4).

The remaining tables in this chapter show
the annual occurrences of adolescent deaths

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INTRODUCTION

The death certificate contains information about each
death that occurs in Alaska, regardless of the decedent’s
residence state. Through a vital statistics cooperative
agreement, death information is also gathered for Alaska
residents who die in another state. Thus, the Bureau of
Vital Statistics Information System contains records on
all deaths occurring in Alaska and all deaths to Alaska
residents.

The information on the death -certificate comes
primarily from two sources. Funeral directors gather the

demographic information about the decedent, which is
typically supplied by a family member or a close friend
of the decedent. The cause of death information is usually
provided by a certifying physician or a medical examiner.

This chapter reports cause of death information from the
death certificate by various demographic characteristics,
such as residence, race, sex, and age.

There were 3,149 deaths to Alaska residents in 2005. Of
this number, 131 (4.2 percent) died out of state. A total
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of 3,137 deaths occurred in Alaska: 3,018 were Alaska
residents and 119 were out of state residents. The 3,149
resident deaths was a 3.2 percent increase from the 3,051
resident deaths in 2004. Since 1996, the number of deaths
to Alaska residents (Figure 12) has increased by 20.0
percent.

In 2005, the crude death rate in Alaska (Figure 13) was
474.5 deaths per 100,000 residents. This rate is 2.3 percent
higher than that of 2004 and is an 9.4 percent increase
from the crude death rate of 433.7 in 1996. This increase
is partially due to the fact that the median age in Alaska
has been increasing and older persons are more likely to
die than younger persons. In 1996, the median age of all
Alaskans was 31.9 years, compared with a median age
of 33.4 years in 2005. The U.S. 2005 crude death rate
was not available at the time of printing. Compared
to the U.S. 2004 rate, though, the Alaska rate is 41.9
percent lower.

When comparing death rates between different
populations, age-adjusted death rates should be used.
This is because populations with a higher proportion of
elderly people will tend to have higher crude death rates.
For example, the U.S. has a higher crude death rate than
Alaska, in part because the median age in the U.S. (36.4
years) is higher than the median age in Alaska. The U.S.
age-adjusted death rate was unavailable at the time of
printing. When comparing the 2004 U.S. age-adjusted
death rate to the 2005 Alaska rate, the Alaska rate is 6.4
percent lower (Figure 14). The age-adjusted death rate
in Alaska increased 0.6 percent from the rate of 748.6 in
2004, but has overall decreased 18.9 percent since 1996.

It is important to note that beginning with 1999 mortality
statistics, the U.S. year 2000 standard population is used
for age adjusting. The year 2000 standard population gives
more weight (or emphasis) to older age groups. Generally,
most age-adjusted death rates will be higher using the
year 2000 standard population than rates using the 1940
standard population. When comparing age-adjusted death
rates, it is imperative to make sure the same standard
population is being used. Alaska Vital Statistics Annual
Reports published before 1999 used the 1940 standard
population for age adjusting, so age-adjusted rates from
these reports cannot be compared to the age- adjusted rates
in this report.

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Males in Alaska and the U.S. typically have higher age-
adjusted death rates than females (Figure 15). From 2004
to 2005, the age-adjusted death rate in Alaska increased
0.7 percent for males and 1.1 percent for females. Since
1996, though, the age-adjusted death rate for males has
decreased 20.7 percent while the age-adjusted death rate
for females in Alaska has decreased 20.1 percent. U.S.
age-adjusted death rates by sex were not available at the
time of printing.

Compared with females, males have the greatest risk of
death in age groups 15-24 and 25-34, as they are 3.4 and
2.0 times, respectively, more likely as to die as females
(Table 16A).

The risk of death also differs by race in Alaska (Figure 16).
Alaska Natives consistently have the highest age-adjusted
death rates of any racial group in Alaska, while Asian/
Pacific Islanders consistently have the lowest. Furthermore,
the age-adjusted death rate for Natives has decreased only
6.8 percent since 1996, while the age-adjusted rate for
whites has decreased 22.6 percent. With the exception of
the 5-14 age group, Native age-specific death rates are at
least twice that of whites for age groups 00—04 through
45-54 years of age (Table 16B). In particular, Natives in
the 25-34 and 3544 age groups have at least three times
the risk (3.6 and 3.1, respectively) of dying compared with
whites of the same age group.

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LEADING CAUSES OF DEATH IN ALASKA

This section details the top ten leading causes of death in
Alaska during 2005. Leading causes of death are ranked
according to the number of deaths. The top ten causes of
death in Alaska accounted for almost three of every four
deaths (74.7 percent) during 2005. All rates in this report
have been age-adjusted to the U.S. year 2000 standard
population. Beginning with 1999 mortality data, the tenth
revision of the International Classification of Diseases
(ICD-10) was used to assign the underlying cause of
death.

Some differences between ICD-9 and ICD-10 include the
following: ICD-10 has about twice the detail of ICD-9;
some causes-of-death titles have changed; some chapters
have been expanded, added or rearranged; and cause of
death coding rules have changed. Of these changes, the
one with the most impact will be the change in cause of
death coding rules.

Coding rules determine how the underlying cause of death
is assigned. Changes in coding rules can greatly impact the
assignment of deaths to a particular cause. For this reason,
the number of deaths and death rates (by cause of death)
are not directly comparable to previously published data.
Adjustments can be made so that pre-1999 cause of death
data (ICD-9) can be compared to deaths classified using
ICD-10 coding rules. A comparability ratio is used to make
this adjustment. The death rates for the
years 1994 to 1998 in the leading causes
of death section have been comparability

Malignant neoplasms continued to be the leading cause of
death in Alaska. In 2005, almost one-fourth (23.0 percent)
of all deaths were due to cancer. Although cancer was the
leading cause of death, it ranked second in terms of years
of potential life lost (YPLL) (3,806 years).

Proportionally, more females than males in Alaska died
from cancer (23.9 percent and 22.3 percent, respectively).
Yet males have a higher age-adjusted death rate than
females (200.6 per 100,000 vs. 145.5) that is mainly due
to the significantly higher death rates for males in the 65
and older age groups.

Since 1996, the age-adjusted death rate for cancer deaths
has decreased 24.3 percent to 169.6 per 100,000. Lung
cancer has decreased 21.1 percent, breast cancer has
decreased 40.1 percent and colon cancer has decreased
42.3 percent during this period.

Alaska’s second leading cause of death
in 2005 was heart disease, accounting
for nearly one-fifth (19.5 percent) of
all deaths. In terms of YPLL, heart
disease ranked fourth (2,820 years)
among the leading causes of death. The
heart disease age-adjusted death rate
increased 3.2 percent from the rate of
155.7 in 2004.

In Alaska, the percentage of deaths
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due to heart disease was higher for
males than females (21.5 percent and

2005. Among leading causes of death,
unintentional injury ranked first in YPLL (8,472 years),
more than two times that of any other leading cause of
death. Unintentional injury deaths accounted for 9.9
percent of all deaths, but accounted for 28.2 percent
of total YPLL. On average, 27.2 years of life were lost
prematurely for every unintentional injury death.

Alaska males were 2.3 times more likely than females
to die from an unintentional injury (70.1 per 100,000 vs.
30.5) in 2005. One-seventh of all Native deaths were from

unintentional injuries. Unintentional injury was the third
leading cause of death for Natives and whites.

In 2005, there were 92 motor vehicle deaths, accounting for
29.6 percent of all unintentional injury deaths. The 2005
motor vehicle age-adjusted death rate (14.4 per 100,000)
was 22.6 percent lower than the rate of 18.6 per 100,000 in
2004 and 22.2 percent lower than the 1996 rate (18.5 per
100,000).
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CEREBROVASCULAR DISEASE (STROKE)
ICD-9: 430-434, 436-438; ICD-10: 160-169

Cerebrovascular disease was the fourth leading cause of
death in 2005. In terms of YPLL, cerebrovascular disease
ranked seventh (455 years) among leading causes of death.
On average, 2.6 years of life were lost prematurely from
cerebrovascular disease, showing that cerebrovascular
disease is primarily a disease affecting older persons. The
Alaska rate (52.9 per 100,000) has decreased 31.2 percent
since 1996.

In Alaska, cerebrovascular disease was the third leading
cause of death for females, but the fifth leading cause of
death for males. The female age-adjusted death rate was
lower, though, than that of males (51.5 per 100,000 vs.
55.1). Cerebrovascular disease was the fourth leading
cause of death for Natives and fifth for whites.

CHRONIC LOWER RESPIRATORY DISEASE

(CHRONIC OBSTRUCTIVE PULMONARY DISEASE)
ICD-9: 490494, 496; ICD-10: J40-J47

With 155 deaths during 2005, chronic lower respiratory
disease (CLRD) was the fifth leading cause of death in
Alaska and ranked eighth in terms of YPLL (329 years).
On average, 2.1 years of potential life were lost for each
CLRD death, which is the second lowest average of all
leading causes.

In Alaska, males had higher age-adjusted death rates
than females (47.2 per 100,000 vs. 39.0) in 2005, but
proportionally more females than males (5.8 percent
compared with 4.2 percent) died from CLRD.

Proportionally, more whites died from CLRD than Natives
(4.9 percent compared with 3.8 percent) in 2005.

Intentional self-harm was the sixth leading
cause of death in 2005 with an age-adjusted
rate of 19.5 per 100,000. Among leading
causes of death, suicide ranked third in
YPLL (3,407 years). On average, 30.5 years
of potential life were lost for each suicide
death, showing suicide’s significant impact
on the mortality of younger Alaskans.

In Alaska, males had an age-adjusted rate
more than three and a half times higher than

deaths (67.7 percent) in 2005.

DIABETES MELLITUS
ICD-9: 250; ICD-10: E10-E14

The seventh leading cause of death in 2005 was diabetes.
The age-adjusted rate was unchanged from 2004 (22.5
per 100,000). In the number of years of potential life lost,
diabetes was sixth (462 years).

Diabetes was the sixth leading cause of death in Alaska
for females and seventh for males, but males and females
had similar age-adjusted death rates (21.8 per 100,000
vs. 22.4). For whites, diabetes was the seventh leading
cause of death, while for Natives, diabetes was the eighth
leading cause of death.

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ALZHEIMER’S DISEASE
ICD-9: 331.0; ICD-10: G30

Alzheimer’s disease was the eighth leading cause of death
in 2005. The number of Alzheimer’s deaths in 2005 (60)
was 25.0 percent higher than in 2004 (48). With a total
YPLL of only three years, Alzheimer’s ranked the lowest
of all leading causes of death.

For females, Alzheimer’s was the seventh leading cause of
death but was not in the top ten leading causes for males.
More than seven of every ten (71.7 percent) Alzheimer’s
deaths were female.

The relatively recent increase in Alzheimer’s deaths is
not completely unexpected since the change from ICD-
9 cause of death coding rules to ICD-10 coding rules.
The comparability ratio for Alzheimer’s deaths is 1.55,
meaning that for any given year, approximately 55 percent
more deaths would be classified as Alzheimer’s deaths
using ICD-10 cause of death coding rules than if ICD-9
coding rules had been used.

CHRONIC LIVER DISEASE AND CIRRHOSIS
ICD-9: 571; ICD-10: K70, K73—-K74

Chronic liver disease and cirrhosis (CLDC) was the ninth
leading cause of death in Alaska during 2005, but was the
fifth leading cause in total YPLL (519 years). The Alaska
age-adjusted death rate has decreased 26.1 percent since
1996.

CLDC was the ninth leading cause for Natives and whites.
Proportionally, whites and Natives died from CLDC at the
same rate (1.7 percent). The male age-adjusted death rate,
9.9 per 100,000, was more than 26.9 percent higher than
the rate for females (7.8 per 100,000).
